Common Cup Coffeehouse began operation in 2002 with the 

backing of Faith Lutheran Church, First Lutheran Church and 

Lutheran Campus Ministry (LCM) in Morris.  It is located on 

Main Street at the corner of A tlantic Ave. and W. 5 th St. 

Common Cup is a charitable non-profit corporation administered by a Board of Directors comprised of three 

members from each church and two members of LCM plus one at-large youth member.  The capable managers 

are Rose Wagner and Sue Bruer. The staff comprises local adults, high school and college student workers.
