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Dear Merchants:

After consulting with law enforcement, we are adopting a new
prosecution policy, effective immediately. The policy is that we will not
accept for prosecution matters involving bad checks unless you can
provide us either with the full name and date of birth or the driver's
license number of the presenter of the check.

The reason for this is that these peaple are often difficult to locate, and
the sheriff's office is unable to enter warrants without one or the other
of the above types of information. This causes more difficulties for
them than we want to get into.

Please remind your employees that you must have this information on
any check if you want the ability in the future to seek prosecution for
that check being NSF.  Ohviously, there is a point when the presenter
of the check is engaging in swindling or fraud — more than a sinple
small bad check — and depending on the circumstances we might or
might not be able to prosecute those. But we will not be prosecuting
any further NSF checks without the requested information, and this rule
will probably also be applied to most “account closed” checks.

With the increasing use of transfers of funds electronically, our hope is
that in the future merchants will be moving from paper checks to
electronic modes of payment, where the presence of the funds in the
account can immediately be verified and the funds can be immediately
applied to recipients’ accounts. Based upon what | know, such
practices should virtually eliminate the problem of bad checks.
