City Building wins National Award 
 

The work of the Stevens County Historical Society (SCHS), and its supporters has received national recognition for the City of Mor-
ris’  former Carnegie Library building (now the Stevens County History Museum).  An Award of Merit was awarded to SCHS, by the 
American Association for State and Local History for the recent addition to, and restoration, of this city owned building located on the 
corner of Sixth and Nevada.  This award is the most prestigious recognition, for achievement in the preservation and interpretation of 
state and local history, in the nation. 
The Morris Carnegie Library was built in 1905 by residents of Morris with a $10,000 grant from Andrew Carnegie.  The building was 
home to Morris Public Library until 1970 when the library was moved to its current location on 6th and Oregon.  In 1972, SCHS 
leased the building and, moved their collection and began to fulfill their mission to Collect, Preserve and Interpret the History of Ste-
vens County.   In 1983 rehabilitation and lobbying efforts placed the building on the National Register of Historic Places. The success 
of their mission fulfillment also brought thousands of Stevens County photographs, artifacts and documents into their care.  As the 
collection grew, more space was needed.   
A steering committee was formed, feasibility studies done, monies raised, work done and the City of Morris and Stevens County resi-
dents given a newly remodeled and expanded building.  This year the museum is on target to bring over 8,500 visitors to their facility; 
a high percentage from out of town.  According to estimates based on formulas from the Minnesota State Bureau of Tourism, this will 
generate over $212,500 for our local economy.  As much work as possible was done by volunteers or SCHS staff.    If you haven’ t 
been in to see the former Carnegie Library building since it was remodeled and added onto in 2005, you are truly missing the chance 
to see history come alive in Morris, Minnesota.  This free admission museum is open year round, Monday – Friday 9-5 and by  
appointment.
