“Google mapsdon’t represent rural locationsvery well,” said Morris Area Chamber of Commer ce chair
Ben Winchester. “Our two hotels north of town on Highway 28 wer e located by Google west of the city!”

What to do?

Winchester, who works as the coordinator of data analysis and research in The Center for Small Towns at the
University of Minnesota, Morris, enlisted the assistance of UMM sophomore computer science major, Alex
Andersen, St. Joseph, to do two things. First, to update the Google data so it better |ocates Morris area businesses
when people visit maps.google.com. Second, to create a custom Google map that will be available on the
Chamber Web site. This map will highlight locations of interest to community visitors, such as food and recrea-
tional opportunities. Only Chamber member businesses will be identified.

Andersen will be taking photos of these businesses and placing them on the website as well. “People tell me that
they don’t know what Morris looks like until they get here,” added Winchester. “ So thiswill be a great benefit to
our Chamber members.”

In this age of technology, more and more people are turning to the web as their source for information. The web-
siteis often thefirst point of contact for visitors, people who are relocating, or those looking for specific informa-
tion. Having an accurate google map with picturesis going to be a huge asset for both local businesses and those
visiting our Chamber website.
