looks out at the thousands of native plants growing neatly in rows at the Old Stone Schoolhouse property east
of Morris. There are plants for sunny, dry areas (yellow tags), plants for woodlands or shade (purple tags), and
even plants for moist areas (pink tags). It'safar cry from Morning Sky’s humble beginning in 1992 when the
business was started by Sally, David Fluegel and Dave M cRaoberts north of Morris. Asthe business grew,
Sally bought out her partners, and moved it to her home near Hancock. More space was needed again asthe
demand for native plants continued to grow, and in 2005, Morning Sky moved to its current location east of
Morris on Highway 28. With the high cost of grounds maintenance labor, drought in many parts of the U. S,,
and eroding shorelines, the demand for the tough native plants has skyrocketed. As the business has grown, so
has Sally’s reputation as an expert in the native plant field. She conducts and speaks at many seminars
throughout the region, and is often sought out as a consultant for projects. Sally works with homeowners,
DNR, Soil and Water Conservation, and City personnel to help with their plant needs. Many government
agency staff members know Sally and her plant knowledge. Last year, alady named Mildred from Michigan
called a state of MN agency looking for a source for May Apple

since she knew they were native to Minnesota also. She was so upset because every plant

source she had been contacting thought she was talking about an apple tree. The state staff

referred Mildred to Morning Sky Greenery, and sure enough she now has the exact plants she

was looking for!
