Please have someone check-in at the parking lot by Cenex
at 5:30 p.m. Your unit number will be issued at that time.

We ask that you please have your unit in position no later than 5:45 p.m. to avoid last minute
traffic congestion. (NOTE: The parade will run North to South again this year.)

You must check-in and receive a number for your unit to be judged. Prizes will be awarded as
follows: $50.00 Chamber Cash for the unit with the best light presentation and $50.00
Chamber Cash for the best overall unit.

The Parade of Lights will start promptly at 6:00 p.m. at the corner of 10th Street and Atlantic
Avenue.

During the parade, please leave some space between your unit and the next unit. This will
allow the judges time to judge your float, and for spectators to view all units.

It will proceed down Atlantic Avenue and conclude at Pedersen Funeral Home. Continue on
South Street for a few blocks so as to keep the parade moving. It will also be safer to unload
your riders where the traffic is lighter.
